Further to this we would like to inform you of how fo report any extremism or hate crimes,
during this time. Unfortunately, children are particularly vulnerable to this online, through
gaming and social networks. Please can we encourage you to speak to your daughter
about their online activity and continue to remind them of their digital citizenship
responsibilities to look after themselves and others both online and offline.
