If your daughter is placed in an upper band set for Maths she will take
two languages (French and Spanish) and if she is placed in a foundation band set for Maths she will take
one language (Spanish) and Key Skills. Key Skills is a subject designed to boost your daughter's confidence
in numeracy and literacy. Please do allow your daughter to get used to her new classes, which may take
a few weeks.
